Recently, the children at our school became involved with the Fish & Kids programme, developed by the Marine Stewardship Council to involve schools, children and families in the process of saving the seas through education and school meal choices. 

The children have learnt all about fish, fishers, marine creatures and ecosystems – and the threats that they now face. They have learnt that it is possible to make a difference in protecting our oceans by encouraging sustainable fisheries and by choosing sustainable seafood sources. I would like to encourage the children in their interest in the marine environment by ensuring that the seafood available in our school dinners is from a sustainable source. To do this, we need your help!

The MSC have set an environmental standard to measure and reward well-managed fisheries. Products that meet this standard bear the MSC eco-label and can be found in many supermarkets and can be seen on menus. For example, Surrey County Council recently added sustainable fish fingers to their menu and used the eco-label to highlight this to parents, children and teachers as part of the Fish & Kids project.

In the cafeteria section there are guidance documents provided to help you to source MSC certified sustainable fish products for school dinners. There is a large range of healthy, sustainable fish products available now, which can help you to meet government objectives (such as the Public Sector Food Procurement Initiative) for sourcing sustainable food.

Not only will sourcing these products help the sustainability of fisheries and assist in educating our children, it will help to encourage the children to choose healthy lunch options and meet growing public demand for healthy food options in schools.
